The Director General, CAPART welcomed the Hon’ble Minister of Rural
Development & Chairman, Executive Committee, Secretary (RD) & Vice-
Chairman, Executive Committee and the members of the Committee.

It was brougtit ta the notice of the house that as per Rule-30 of the Rules
of the Council for Advancement of People’s Action and Rural Technology, five
members of the Executive Committee present, in person, constitute the quorum,
Eleven members of the Executive Committee were present. The quorum was,
therefore, found complete. The meeting was thereupon called to order.

Agenda item No.1 Confirmation of_ the Minutes of the §2"

Executive Committee meeting held on
30.04.2010.

The Director General, CAPART informed that the Minutes of the 52™
Executive Committee meeting held on 30.04.2010 had been circulated to ali the
members on 18.05.2010. No comment has been received from any member of
the Committee. The Chairman, EC, CAPART again invited members present in
the meeting to offer their comments, if any, on the minutes. As no comment was

offered, the minutes as circulated were taken as confirmed.
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Agenda ltem No. 2. Action Taken note on the minutes of the
Executive Committee meeting  held on
30.04.2010.

The DG, CAPART briefed the Executive Committee about the action taken
on the decisions taken in the 52™ Executive Committee meeting held on

30.04.2010.

While discussing the action taken on Agenda ltem No.6, the AS&FA,
MoRD pointed out that in the last meeting it was pointed out that CAPART should
prepare a cost benefit analysis as we as the detailed methodology of selection
of the NGOs with regard to products and their market acceptability. DG
explained that the decision of the EC will be implemented and necessary
approvals of the authority delegated with the powers will be taken. AS&FA,
MoRD further stated that to meet the expenditure guidelines of the Ministry of
Finance, proposals once ready, be referred to the Ministry of Rural Development.
In view of the AS&FA’s comments, Chairman directed that the proposals be sent
to MoRD.

While reporting on the action taken on Agenda ltem No.10, the DG,
CAPART confirmed that the IRMA has been assigned the task of preparing a
report on “State of the Organization and Road Map for Future” for the CAPART
and reports of the Sub-Groups alongwith other documents have been given to
the IRMA. The Chairman observed that the Executive Committee, in its last
meeting, had decided that the report of the agency so selected should be
submitted by 31% July, 2010. Thus, there has been inordinate delay in entrusting
the task to the IRMA. DG clarified that IRMA was approached on May 5, 2010
itself. Since the EC had entrusted the work of firming up of the Terms of
Reference to a Committee consisting of Shri Deep Joshi, AS&FA, MoRD and
DDG(C), CAPART, the ToRs could be finalized only on 14™ June, 2010.
Thereafter, IRMA sent its response on 26" July, 2010. DG, however, assured
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
