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INTRODUCTION  

The voluntary sector in India has played a major role in rural development  by  

mobilizing  communities , catalyzing  people's initiatives for change  as well as 

through direct implem entation of  interventions on  specific issues.  

Formal recognition of the role of voluntary organizatio ns  has been recorded  in 

the Seventh Plan document  leading to the formation of the Council for 

Advancement of People's Action and Rural Technology (CAPART) in 1986, as a 

nodal agency for catalyzing  and coordinating the emerging partnership s 

between voluntary organizations  and the Government for sustainable 

development of rural areas.  

CAPART was formed by amalgamating two agencies the 'Council for 

Advancement of  Rural  Technology' (CART) and ôPeople's Action for Development 

India (PADI) õ. CAPART is an autonomous body registered under the Societies 

Registration Act 1860,and is functioning under the aegis of the Ministry of 

Rural Development, Government of India. Today, t his agency is a major 

promoter of rural development in India, having assisted  over 12,000 voluntary 

organizations across the country in implementing a wide range of development 

initiatives.  
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BACKGROUND:  

The 49 th  meeting of the Executive Committee of CAPART resolved to constitute 

6 Sub Groups to  create a ó Road map for a new CAPARTó. Sub Group-II 

comprising Shri Deep Joshi, Dr. Vibha Gupta, Major. S. Chatterjee, Shri 

M.R.Rajagopalan, Mr Joe Mediath and Shri Ravin dra.A was entrusted with the 

task of  reviewing and recommending CAPARTõs role on Nature ðbased 

livelihoods and appropriate technology (with respect to MNREGA and NRLM).  

 The Institute of Rural Management, Anand (IRMA) was identified to prepare a 

report on  the òState of Organization and Roadmap for Futureó of CAPART.  

IRMA was mandated to study the reports of all Sub -Groups while preparing 

their report.  In their report submitted recently, IRMA has seconded the 

contents of the report submitted by Sub Group II . 

 

 

 

In order to present to  the recommendations of the report of th e Sub -

Group to a wider audience, the 54 th   EC decided  that a  workshop on 

òAppropriate Technology on Rural Developmentó may be held where the report 

of the Sub Group II will be presented to a larger audience comprising all the 
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esteemed members of Sub Group - II, TRCs of CAPART, Outstanding S&T 

NGOs, S&T institutes, State Councils of S&T, Members of the EC/GB of 

CAPART.  

 

PARTICIPANTS I N THE WORKSHOP  

In addition , CAPART has been mandated by the Prime minister sõ Task Force to 

work in the area of MSME. CAPART has also undertaken certain initiatives on 

Innovations, value additions to assets created under NREGA/NRLM and 

towards  Grow Up to lab achieved benchmark (GULAB) based on the 

recommendations of earlier worksho ps with TRCs. These also formed  part of 

the deliberation of the workshop.  
 

This common platform  was expected to  strengthen the collective wisdom of Sub 

Group -II, the  analysis contained in the IRMA Study report, the observations of 

CAPART management and its officials, the contribution of scientific bodies, 

technical institutions, S&T Councils, State representatives, esteemed members 

of EC/GB as well as representatives  of TRCs and NGOs.  The recommendations 

which would have emerged at the plenary were  expected to indicate the 

directions in which CAPART has to move forward so as to implement 

programmes and activities that are consistent with the requirements and 

aspiratio ns of the rural  population of the country.
