gallantry awards of the country. These awards are given in three cate:ories
viz. Ashoka Chakra (awarded for most conspicuous bravery or some act of
daring or pre-eminent valour of self service), Kirti Chakra (awarded for
conspicuous gallantry) and Skawrya Chakra (awarded for galiantry).The
awards are announced by the Government of India on the occasicus of
Republic Day and Independence Day every year. Besides the Defence
personnel, civilian citizens of either sex in all walks of life, and memb:rs of
Police Forces, Central Para Military Forces and Railway Protection For:2 are
also eligible for these awards.

3. It is the practice to invile nominations/recommendations fcr the
gallantry awards twice every year from all State/UT Goverament: =nd
Ministrics/Departments of the Government of India. It has, however, bect our
experience that very few recommendations are received, This is despiiz 2he
fact that various incidents of gallant acts performed by individuals dwring
natural calamities, accidents, drowning incidents, fire incikrits,
miscreants/extremist attack, theft and dacoity attempts, efc. are regilarly
reported in the print and electronic media. Such acts of bravery/gallantiy go
unrecognized in the absence of appropriate recommendation in their favewr by
the State Governments or other organizations to which the individual invalved
in the gallantry act belongs. This matter therefore deserves its due attention.

4. You are, therefore, requested to send appropriate rominalons/
recommendations for gallantry awards to be announced on Repuitlic Day-
