Request for Information from Voluntary Organizations on Attempts for Availing
Climate Change Benefits

Recognizing climate change as a global challenge and it’s potential to alter the
distribution and quality of natural resources and adversely affect the livelihoods, India
launched the National Action Plan for Climate Change in 2008. In line with the Acton
Plan, India announced its intent to reduce its emissions intensity of the GDP by 20%-25%
from 2005 levels by 2020. One of the means of emissions reduction is to follow the
mechanisms devised at international level such at Clean Development Mechanism
(CDM), Programmatic Clean Development Mechanism (pCDM) and Voluntary
Emissions Reductions (VERs).

Interactions with the Voluntary Organizations (VOs) reveal that VOs promoting clean

technologies have made attempts to benefit through the climate change benefit regimes

(primarily through CDMs and pCDMs). However, a few attempts succeed and many need

revisions. CAPART being one of the prominent development organizations and an

interface between VOs and the Government envisages a prominent role in supporting

voluntary sector in emission reduction initiatives. To begin with, CAPART is reviewing

the efforts of VOs in emission reductions through the devised mechanisms.

To comprehend the actual scenario of VOs attempts in availing climate change benefits

and the gaps leading to revisions, CAPART requests information from the VOs on their

attempts to avail CDM, pDM or VER benefits, in the format provided below. CAPART

would communicate further with the identified VOs for detailed understanding of the

strengths and weaknesses in the overall attempt in applying for climate change benefits.
