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At the outset, DG, CAPART welcomed Hon'ble Minister of RD, Hon'ble
Member of Planning Commission, Secretary (RD) and members of the Executive
Committee of CAPART. DG informed thé Committee that as per Rule-30 of the
Rules of the Council, five members of the Executive Committee present ‘in
person forms the quorum. Since more than five members were present, the
quorum was found complete. With the permission of the Chairman, DG, CAPART

initiated discussions on the agenda items.

Agenda Item No.1 Confirmation of the minutes of the 55" Executive

Committee meeting held on 29.03.2011.

DG, CAPART informed that the minutes of the last meeting held under the
Chairmanship of Shri Vilasrao Deshmukh, Hor’ble Minister, RD and Chairman of
the Executive Committee were circulated to all the - members of the Executive
Committee on 11.05.2011. No comment has been received from any member of
the Committee. DG, CAPART again invited members present in the meeting to
offer their comments, if any, on the minutes circulated. As there was no further
comment, the minutes circulated were taken as confirmed.

Agenda Item No.2 Action Taken Report on the minutes of the 55"
Executive Committee meeting held on 29.03.2011.

DG, CAPART briefed the Committee on the action taken on the decisions
taken in the 55" Executive Commitiee meeting held on 29.03.2011. He informed

that the presentation made by Shri B.K. Sinha, Secretary (RD) in the previous

meeting was quite comprehensive and presented a synthesis of the

recommendations of the EC’s sub-groups, recommendations of IRMA, and

views of the Ministry on the roadmap for restructuring CAPART. Therefore, the

presentation had been taken on record and made a part of the minutes.

Secretary (RD) observed that this presentation encapsulates the unfinished taék

for DG, CAPART, to complete.

On the item at SI. No. 5 of the ATN, pertaining to Agenda ltem No.7, the
DG clarified that this project belonged to the Ministry of Small & Medium
Enterprises (MSME), and the Planning Commission has entrusted the job to
CAPART as implementing agency, about three year back for technology
up-gradation of the enterprises in the unorganized sector, but MSME divd not get
funding for the same. Thi; project was supposed to be a pilot for 3 years,
following which the actual project was to be formulatéd as a part of the 12" Plan
strategy of MSME. Now that only about two montﬁs were left for the 12" Plan to
begin, the EC could take a view on the agenda item. Considering these aspects,
the EC decided to drop this item.

It was decided that the current designations of DG and DDGs may
continue. The Ministry may take appropriate action as per the applicable rules
for making the appointments to these posts as a part of CAPART’s restructuring
exercise. Further, it was reported that the Ministry had allowed CAPART to
engage the services of IRMA for handholding and facilitation in‘ihe exercise of
restructuring CAPART. In ihis regard, it was decided that a time-bound action
plan needs to be created, indicating the tasks that can be accomplished within
30/60/90 days and beyond 90 days. This action plan should be bresented in the

next meeting of the EC, which should be heid in 2 months from now.
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
